


IMPORTANT INFORMATION

1. Before removing the old fixture or installing a new fixture, cut off the power to the electrical box by removing the fuse or shutting
off the circuit breaker for that circuit.

2. Fixture wires must be connected to the appropriate house wires  black fixture wire to black (hot) house wire and white fixture wire
to white (neutral) house wire (Illustration 1). If your fixture has lamp cord wire (this is used when the wire shows and needs to be
the same color as the fixture), connect the smooth fixture wire to the black (hot) house wire and connect the ridged fixture wire (the
ridge is on the side of the wire away from the split) to the white (neutral) house wire (Illustration 2).

3. If your fixture has a bare ground wire, how you connect it depends on the wiring in your house. Never connect it to current carry-
ing wire. If your house has a metal electrical box, connect the fixture ground wire to the green ground screw located on the cross-
bar. If your house is new or has been re-wired and has a ground wire, connect the fixture
ground wire to the house ground wire.

4. If your fixture has a switch in the canopy (Illustration 3), connect one switch wire to the black
(HOT) wire from the house and connect the other black switch wire to the black (HOT) wire
on the fixture. Which switch wire goes to the house or the fixture doesnt matter.

5. Leave no bare wires exposed after installation (except the bare ground wire, if any). Stripped
ends of joined wires must be completely covered by wire connectors. Make sure that you do
not damage any wire insulation during installation.

6. Do not leave any wires in contact with sharp metal edges. (Illustration 3)

7. When installing glass shades, do not over-tighten the screws that hold them in place. The shade should be held securely, but should
still be able to be turned in the shade holder.

8. Use only light bulbs that are the approved type for your fixture (Note: none of our fixtures are approved for decorator flame  shaped bulbs
used in a downward position. Do not exceed the specified wattage. Improper bulbs may create a fire hazard and will void your warranty.)

9. Turn off the power to the fixture at the wall or canopy before installing the light bulbs.

10.If your fixture has become slightly misaligned during shipping you can often tweak  it back into alignment with a gentle twist or
bend. If this doesnt work, give us a call for further advice.

11.To maintain a UL wet-location rating, additional precautions need to be taken. Fixtures with glass shades must be installed shade
up. All supplied rubber washers must be installed between screw heads and the fixture canopy. After installation, all wet-location fix-
tures must be caulked with suitable RTV or silicone caulking around the top, sides, and bottom of the fixture where they contact
the wall, and the top sides, and bottom of the joint between the canopy and the body of the fixture.

TOOLS NEEDED:
Flat head screwdriver                      
Adjustable wrench or pliers                   
Wire strippers and wire cutters
Wire connectors (not supplied - the size depends on the number and size of the wires being joined)
Crossbar mounting screws (These should be supplied with the electrical box. If you need to replace them try 8-32x1/2")
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
