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3.  Thread bottom of tube into body coupling.

4.  Secure tube in coupling by tightening set screw. 
      Use provided allen wrench.

5.  Loosen bushing, then slide canopy and bushing down tube.

1.  Remove crossbar from assembly.

2.  Insert wires into bottom of tube and push wires up until they extend out the top of tube assembly.

9.  Tighten jamb nut upward against
      crossbar to lock assembly in position. 

6.  Attach crossbar to electrical box.

7.  Thread �xture into crossbar by spinning entire �xture clockwise. 

8.  Fixture comes assembled ready to �t most installations, but in some cases adjustment will be required. 

 Check �t by pulling canopy up tube and holding canopy against ceiling.  
 About 1/4� of threads on the hang-straight need to be exposed.  

 If not, remove �xture from electrical box and adjust position 
 of crossbar on nipple, then reattach to electrical box.

10.  Make wiring connections in 
     accordance with local electrical codes.

11.  Slide canopy up against ceiling and secure with bushing.
